UNIT 2 – Hispanics & Latinos (Updated 10/13)

OVERVIEW

The second unit of our course will focus on a group traditionally referenced as Hispanics and Latinos. These two terms are “often used interchangeably though they actually mean two different things. Hispanic refers to people who speak Spanish and/or are descended from Spanish-speaking populations, while Latino refers to people who are from or descended from people from Latin America.” In addition, you will see that the word Latinx used throughout our class. This “is a gender-neutral term sometimes used in lieu of Latino or Latina...The -x replaces the standard -o and -a endings in Spanish, Portuguese and related languages, which form nouns of the masculine and feminine genders, respectively.”
